associate degree, or a bachelor’s degree in a field other than nursing 
from a regionally accredited college or university (or an international 
equivalent).  
All qualified applicants will receive a personalized degree completion 

plan and, depending on their previous coursework, may be offered full 
admission to the School of Nursing or may begin their Avila journey by 

completing the foundational courses required for full admission.
To qualify, you must meet the following requirements: 

Full Admission to Avila Nursing
• 59 transferable credits with at least a 2.8 GPA

• Completion of all prerequisite courses with a minimum GPA of 2.5
